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The team continued to play soccer the “right w ay” wi th an at tractive passing and ball possession
style that was widely praised by other coaches, opposing players and their parents.  Very rarely did
a game finish where, whether i t was in victory or defeat, the opposing team did not giv e us respect
and acknowledge the high level of skill and control we demonstrated on the field.

The team started out str ongly by winning the MASC Tournament in Cincinnati held in early April.
From there the team entered its second season in the MSPSL Premier I Division where it bat tled
some of the top teams in Michigan, ending wi th a respectable 5th place finish.

This year’s Ontario Cup run ended prematurely in the preliminary round tournament wher e the team
lost out to Cup quarter -finalists Brampton East 2-1 in a game that the bo ys clearly dominated but
were unable to put the bal l in the net.  B rampton East then went on to lose a close game in the
quarter-finals of the Ontario Cup to the ev entual 2005 National Champions Erin Mills.

The boys’ greatest moment this season came at the Robbie International Tournament in Toronto -
for a second year in a row the 1991 Boys prevailed through injuries and a tough 5 games in 2 days
to make it to the semi-finals, wher e the 6th game w as the killer and the boys lost a heartbreaking
2-1 game to the Vaughn Thunderhawks.  Along the way the boys tied the OYSL Vaughn Shooters 1-
1, beat the CSL Premier champions North Scarborough 1-0 and beat the SRSL Elite Champions
Saltfleet 3-0.

Unfortunately the SRSL Elite season was a disappointment but a great learning experience that the
boys will no doubt benefi t f rom going into next season.  The back-to-back games every weekend for
8 out of 9 weeks, combined wi th vacations and injuries and some bad luck led to a 5th place finish
that was more an indication of the str ength of the league than the team’ s overall quality.  No doubt
the boys will return next season with a vengeance and using the lessons learned this season to take
their place on top of the SRSL Elite division.
