Coming T ogether - Our tale begins last fall with tryouts for what would become the new, Under 9 team. The excitement
and energy in the air during those crisp, autumn practices resulted from a mixture of youthful exuberance and
enthusiastic parents eager for what the program could offer. New friendships were rapidly formed among the players,
and parents were swift to support the philosophy of a player development system, with any focus on short-term winning
taking a back seat. The goal was to allow players the opportunity to love the game of soccer and to give them the
chance to learn the skills that would prepare them for long-term success, both on and off the pitch. To these boys, the
sky is the limit and all dreams are possible as long as they believe in it and are willing to work for it.

Michigan (WSSL Div. 4), Spring '08 - It's always fun to win trophies...any 9-year-old can attest to that fact. While the
number of trophies won by a player at this age may have little bearing on long-term success at higher levels, the
memories that go with a well-earned award are something that everyone cherishes as they grow older. The boys will
always be able to remember applying their new skills with hard work and being rewarded with a first place finish in their
very first season together. This early success in the standings would also prove to be a test-would the team become too
addicted to winning, so that standings would become the measure by which we all would judge success and failure in
these young players still learning the game? Time would tell...

Canton Cup T ournament - This would be a step up for the boys from the calibre of competition in the spring season.
Every game was competitive, and the boys rose to the occasion by winning their pool and becoming finalists in the tour-
nament. More trophies and more happy memories were combined with a fun weekend of play and another early look at
how much we had already improved, and how far we could still go.
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Summer Exhibition Games - In the summer, we played exhibition games against various teams our age, and older.
This was a good opportunity to practice new things, and improve old ones. From setting
an early spring target of 5 consecutive passes, the boys were able to gradually improve
until they could reach a string of 8 or 9 consecutive passes-a proud achievement!

Ancaster T ournament - This would prove to be our first test of how we would react to los-
ing a couple games against Burlington and Flamborough. A really tiny, bumpy field in our
first two games was not conducive to playing a game of possession soccer. But it certainly
forced us to work on quicker passes in close quarters! A win and a loss on the first day
meant we wouldn't be advancing, but we saved our best game for day two. We proved we
could pass the test of success when we were able to reflect on all the positives that we
had demonstrated in our final game, even though we ended up on the wrong side of a 4-3
score.

Henderson T ournament - We faced some strong opponents at this tournament. Yet,
once again, the boys took their learning experiences from a difficult first day and applied it
in one of the best performances of the season on day two, against a very good team
attempting to qualify from our group. While | was happy for the boys that the final score
read 3-2 in our favour, that feeling was
nothing compared to the proud sense
of accomplishment that the boys radi-

ated at half time when | told them of another statistic-in the first 25

minute half, we had completed a total of 73 passes, to our oppo-

nent's 12. As long as we continue to be proud of those types of

accomplishments, regardless of score, we will continue to pass our

test of success, as alluded to earlier.

Michigan (WSSL Div. 3), Fall '08 - A new challenge! Having been
promoted into Division 3 (out of 6) after winning our spring season,
the level of play has gone up considerably...exactly what we want!

While we need to play with good players to improve, we also need
to play against good teams to learn from them. And with two divi-

sions still above us, the opportunities for learning are endless.

A few final words... In all of our games this year, we have yet to see another team attempt to keep possession of the
ball the way our boys try to keep it. At this age, possession soccer is not how games are most effectively won-we saw
that clearly in the Henderson against strong, aggressive teams that would knock the ball straight up the field to a floater
and look for breakaways to score goals (no offside calls yet). Completing 73 passes in 25 minutes probably didn't
result in as many goals for us, compared to what could have happened if we had played a direct style ourselves. But
there is no question that by combining training, patience, and a focus that continues to remain on the bigger picture,
the dividends of possession soccer will result in being able to successfully compete at the highest levels of play. Then
we'll see how far dreams can go...!

Ontario Youth Soccer League

2007 was the 91 Boy's second year in the Ontario Youth League and there were high expectations for the team to
improve on the previous season. The Leagues opening Showcase Weekend was held in Mississauga where we were
matched up against Erin Mills and North Scarborough.

Erin Mills were the League Champions in 2007 and are an outstanding team and after being outplayed in many parts of
the game the boys hard work and talent paid off as they came back to earn a 3-3 tie against a very good squad.

Although we dropped
points in some big games the boy's still worked hard and showed we still had enough talent and character to beat
London City at home and our final road trip was outstanding as with only thirteen healthy guys available the boys had a
great weekend and beat both Kitchener and Ajax.

The 91 Boy's finished the season with a record of seven wins, six losses and five ties and considering the amount of
guys who were missing for a lot of the games this is a decent record in the Provinces highest level of play.
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Tournaments

We entered the team in two preseason tournaments
the first being the Nike Challenge Cup in Dublin,
Ohio and the other being the Chicago Magic's Best
of the Midwest in Chicago.

Coach's Comments.
